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BRAINSTORMING SESSION

demonstrated the various speed memory, recalling and stress relieving techniques.

They clear-
ly understood that these techniques improve their concentration, communicating skills, conceptual
understanding and enable them to recapitulate whatever they study and be successful in every effort
in their life.

The students were also invited to attend another brainstorming session held on 7 January 2018 in
Ongole by a world-class expert trainer Mr. Rohit from ‘Master Minds’ The students were provided
free family coupons to attend the session and were advised to avail themselves of the opportunity. The
Principal, Colonel C V Ramanayya and the staft witnessed this programme.




ECOLOGY DAY - KINDERGARTEN

The Nature shows a strong impact on both young children’s learning and development. It not only
allows them to explore but also engages them in focused and self-directed play.

On 28 December 2017, kindergarten students went on a field trip to Kanduluru near Ongole, to see
an Emu farm on the occasion of Ecology Day in the School. The kindergarten teachers accompanied
the tiny tots to the farm. Our little champs were excited on seeing the large Emu birds with long necks
and legs. They really enjoyed themselves watching and waving at the strange big birds.

After returning to the School in the afternoon, students participated in activities like colouring the
pictures of various animals, birds, plants and flowers. They also made clay models of flowers, fish, and
octopi etc. using moulds. Later the teachers took them to the School garden where they were taught
the names and colours of various kinds of plants, trees and flowers. The students also enjoyed watch-
ing guinea fowl, hens and geese in the School garden. The field trip and the activities gave the tiny tots
lots of fun and encouraged them to be nature- lovers.




FIRE SAFETY

Fire safety is the set of practices intended to reduce the destruction caused by fire. It is a very impor-
tant learning activity for children in schools. A fire extinguisher is an active fire protection device
used to extinguish or control small fires. Different fire extinguishers are used to extinguish the fire
depending on its causative factor.

On 16 December 2017, a practical demonstration on how to use the fire extinguishers to douse fires
was given by Mr. Sudarsan and Mr. Satyanarayana in the School playground. They first explained the
various types of fires and the fire extinguishers such as Type A (used to douse the fire accidents caused
by solid materials like wood, plastic, leather etc.,), Type B and Type C (used for fire accidents caused
by electrical or chemical materials) and Type ABC (a multipurpose extinguisher). They further /J
demonstrated the different steps involved in operating the various types of ex- '
tinguishers. They explained in a clear manner so that a student would be able
to handle the fire extinguisher in a proper way. The trainers set some fires in
the School playground and asked the students to douse the fire using different
types of extinguishers. The children came forward and extinguished the fire
with the respective extinguishers and also clarified their doubts with them.

Keeping the fire safety principles in mind, the School is fitted with smoke de-
tectors to give early warning of fire. Firefighting equipment is placed at various "\
points in accordance with fire safety rules of the government.

The School also holds frequent drills in handling firefighting equipment and
evacuating the School.




SCHOOL BUS SURVEILLANCE
AND GPS SYSTEM

A fleet of 13 buses runs between the School and Ongole, Singaraya Konda & Tangutur.
The Management is very particular about the maintenance, safety of the children and
not overloading the buses. All the buses are equipped with essential safety features,
including child restraints for the front seats, tooth guards, guard rails, sliding windows
and anti-skid floors. The exterior of each bus is painted a bright golden yellow to en-
hance visibility at night and in foggy weather conditions. All our bus drivers are under
the age of fifty and have a minimum of five years experience in driving heavy vehicles.
We require them to undergo medical tests every year to ensure they are fit for work. The
buses also have fully trained supervisors who are responsible for the children’s safety
on-board, and while getting on and off the bus. Attendance is taken on each bus by the
supervisors to ensure that the students who have boarded the bus are accounted for at
pick up and drop off points. They have designated routes for picking up the children
from specified points in Ongole. Our buses will not stop at any other place.

There are a few teachers in charge of each bus full of students, but it is very difficult to monitor every
student and everything that happens in the bus. So, the School Management has transformed the fleet
of buses into Smart Buses installing Surveillance Cameras integrated with GPS (Global Positioning
System) tracking system. This advanced technology ensures the safety of students from the time they
leave the home in the morning till they reach their parents in the evening after school. Everyone on
the School buses is under vigilance and a live feed from the School bus camera system is directly
transmitted to the School authorities.

The School bus GPS tracking software features help in managing school bus drivers and fleet of buses
in the most efficient way. This service facilitates administrative tasks that go along with ensuring the
safety of the children and makes the school management aware of the whereabouts of the buses and
children. It also helps school transport manager to communicate better with school bus drivers and
supervisors and to know the location of each school bus, receive instant warnings on traffic jams,
weather conditions, and handle emergency situations immediately. Parents are also kept updated us-
ing this service and it reduces parental anxiety regarding their wards’ safety.




INTER DISTRICT NETBALL
CHAMPIONSHIP

Our students became the champions of Inter District Netball Competition held in Vijayawa-
da. Fourteen girls and seven boys of our School represented Prakasam district in the under
14 years age group and nine boys in the under 19 years age group. The Inter District Netball
Championship was held at the Indira Gandhi Municipal stadium in Vijayawada from 24 De-
cember to 26 December 2017. It was organised by the School Games Federation of India
(SGFI).

It was a tremendous achievement by our girls team in the under 14 years age group as they
beat Guntur, Chittoor, Ananthapur, Kurnool, West Godavari teams and won against Vizag
team in the finals grabbing the gold medal in the Inter District Netball Championship. The
boys’ team in the under 19 years age group gave tough fights to the opposition and secured
the fourth place.
