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The purpose of education is not to indoctrinate 
children with one’s values; it is to make them ca-
pable and well equipped. So they can learn how 
to conduct themselves in the world. For exam-
ple, how to read, how to write, how to learn, and 
if they want to know about a particular subject, 
how to browse and look for it on the web. These 
are the things they need to be taught. 

I like giving children food for thought. Whether 
it is Faith or Atheism, Rationalism or Communism, whatever it is, don’t indoctrinate or 
brainwash them. Let everything be their personal discovery. We don’t need to infuse them 
with beliefs. Personally I am opposed to children being given religious education and I 
didn’t do it when I was running the school. In the prayer I wrote for the School there is not 
even the name of any god. It is a totally impersonal ideal, not even God. An impersonal 
principle, a cosmic law that the children pray to, invoking that spirit of enquiry and love. 
That is what I like.

Inculcate the love of learning in children, give them the ability to think, and do not limit 
their thinking.

Children should be given a free environment where they can learn, where they can pursue 
and form their own values.

One should have free thinking, free thought. If we teach them all kinds of concepts about 
God or no-God, what kind of freedom is it? What kind of free thought is it if we brainwash 
small children? What I would do is, not to give them any such concepts! If they have the 
desire to seek something, they will follow it. In my view, that is free thought. 

There should be free, all-round development. And it should depend upon the individual. 
That choice, that freedom, should be given to every child, to every human being, every 
adult – not only the child. Questioning everything is the correct thing. Let the children 
question everything.

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NATIONAL ACHIEVEMENT SURVEY-2021

The National Achievement Survey (NAS) is a nationally representative large-scale survey of students’ 
learning undertaken by the Ministry of Education, Government of India. It is a process of gathering 
information to develop a deep understanding of what students know, understand and can do with their 
knowledge as a result of their educational experiences. 

Our students of classes VIII and X attended the National Achievement Survey-2021 held at the School 
on 12 November 2021.  The observer, Mr. K. Kondaiah and the field investigator, Mrs. Sirisha conducted 
student achievement tests, pupil, teachers and School questionnaires to understand the various perspec-
tives of students, teachers and schools. 

NAS findings would help diagnose learning gaps of students and determine interventions required in 
education policies, teaching practices and learning. It also helps in capacity building for teachers and 
officials involved in the delivery of education. 
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The School conducted a Parent-Teacher meeting on 6 & 12 November  2021 for Classes LKG to V and 
VI to X respectively. 

The parents actively attended and met the class teachers and subject teachers of their children concerned 
and enquired about their general behaviour and academics. The teachers and parents discussed the areas 
of concern and coordinated their efforts to improve the academics and character of the students. It was  
a fact  to hear from the parents that their children enjoyed and learned more in the regular classes in the 
School than through the online classes. During the pandemic period, most parents opined that no ma-
chine could replace the teacher in the classroom. The School Management welcomed constructive sug-
gestions from the parents for the betterment of the students. The teaching and non-teaching staff strictly 
followed the Covid protocols during the parent-teacher meeting to prevent the virus from spreading.

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ELOCUTION COMPETITION

An elocution competition was organized for the students of  I to VIII standard on 8 December 2021. 
The aim of this competition is to encourage every student to improve their vocabulary and get rid of 
stage fear. D. Haasya Sri, N. Charvi, and D. Advytha of classes IV, V & VIII respectively were the MCs 
for the event. They led the competition competently. My Family, My Favourite Toy, My Favourite Season, 
Environment, Recycle-Reuse-Reduce, Reading Books, Physical Fitness and Online Education were the 
different topics given from class I to VIII respectively.  

The participants were selected section wise through a screening test in advance of the final competition. 
They delivered their speeches on their respective topics with good articulation, inflection, accent, voice 
and gestures. They put all their possible efforts into giving their best performance with clarity of meaning 
and thought.

‘‘My Family’’, ‘‘My Favourite Toy’’ and ‘‘My Favourite season’’ were the topics for the Classes I - III 
students. They expressed their love and affection towards their parents, grandparents and siblings. They 
opined that they enjoy outings with their families and having dinner together after a busy day. They also 
described their favourite seasons and toys well. It was clear through their speeches that the best toys en-
gage a child’s senses, spark their imagination and encourage them to interact with others. Kids are eager 
to learn about the world around them, and they have a lot to learn. Every new shape, colour, texture, taste 
and sound is a learning experience for them.

They  
expressed their respect and concern towards the environment and discussed on environmental problems 
and the 3R principle, Recycle-Reuse-Reduce. They emphasised that protecting the environment and the 
ecological balance are only in the hands of human beings.

Our school celebrated Maths Day on 22 December 2021. Students also displayed inspiring quotes and a 
flow chart (How to learn math) in their class rooms. Students showed great enthusiasm to participate in 
various activities on their topics.

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All the activities created a meaningful situation to improve learning at different levels.  It created op-
portunities for building self-concept and developing positive attitudes towards mathematics, through 
reducing the fear of failure and error. 

In connection with  Maths Day, the School had conducted a Maths Talent Test on 16 December 2021 for 
the classes I to X. On the other hand, the Kindergarten children enthusiastically participated in Shapes 
Day on 21 December 2021. They identified different geometrical shapes like Triangle, Square and Circle 
through fun-filled activities with clay, wool, grains, sand and collage works. 

On this occasion, the Principal, Mr. M. Mahesh awarded the certificates to the class wise winners of the 
Maths Talent Test and said these kinds of activities help children to get rid of math-related anxieties or 
phobias and improve their competitive spirit. 

FIRE SAFETY

The main goals of the Fire Safety are to prevent or minimize the damage or loss of equipment, prevent 
human suffering, casualties and injuries. So it is an important learning activity for children in schools to 
have a basic understanding about how a fire occurs and behaves within a building. 

On 17 December 2021, a practical demonstration on how to use fire extinguishers to douse fires was 
given by Mr. Sudarsan and Mr. Satyanarayana in the School playground. They first explained the vari-
ous types of fires and the fire extinguishers such as Type A (used to douse fire accidents caused by solid 
materials like wood, plastic, leather etc.,), Type B and Type C (used for fire accidents caused by electrical 
or chemical materials) and Type ABC (a multipurpose extinguisher). They further demonstrated the 
different steps involved in operating the various types of extinguishers. They explained in a clear manner 
so that all students would be able to handle the fire extinguisher in a proper way in an emergency. The 
trainers set some fires in the School playground and asked the students to douse the fire using different 
types of extinguishers. The students came forward and extinguished the fire using various extinguishers 
and their doubts were clarified by the demonstrators.

Keeping the fire safety principles in mind, fire fighting equipment and fire alarms are placed at various 
points in the School in accordance with fire safety rules of the government. The School also holds fre-
quent mock drills in handling fire fighting equipment and evacuating the School.
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PUPPET SHOW

Puppets are both entertaining and captivating. Puppets can assist children with special educational needs 
and help boost creativity and stimulate kids’ imagination.  The story telling session involves children and 
making them understand the language, poems and stories in a better way. It also helps to meet the visual, 
tactile and emotional needs of the individual child. 

The School organised a puppet show for the Kindergarten students on 26 November 2021 in Babuji Hall. 
Teachers decorated the puppet theatre with colourful puppets, paintings, toy animals and soft toys. The 
children enjoyed themselves watching the puppet show on stories such as ‘‘Animals on Tour’’ and ‘‘The 
Four Friends’’. The stories were very interesting to children and taught them morals. Kids also enjoyed 
the show, learning not only morals but also the importance of an outing. 

The Principal, Mr. M. Mahesh witnessed the show and appreciated the Kindergarten teachers. He said 
that kids feel more comfortable during such activities. He exhorted the teachers to explore the different 
possibilities of making children play with puppets. This also supports the kids and gives them the oppor-
tunity to teach positive social interactions, problem-solving, and other emotional skills.
